Canterbury is known worldwide for its cathedral
and as the destination of Chaucer’s pilgrims.

The Canterbury Tales, the most

important work of late medieval
English literature, draws on
continental storytelling traditions
while establishing English as a

major literary language.

The city is the birthplace of
Christopher Marlowe, a
' — o . h dramatist of equal standing
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Dickens was a frequent visitor

. made Canterbury their home.
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More recently, Nobel
laureates Kazuo Ishiguro and
Abdulrazak Gurnah have
studied and worked in
Canterbury, where its
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
