FE Parking

e  There is parking near the venue. The parking is less than 50 metres from the main
entrance. Parking is free.

e There is a drop-off point at the main entrance. The drop-off point does not have a
dropped kerb.

e There is ample on-street car parking along Eastern Esplanade. This is free parking
with no allocated disabled spaces. Ramped access to the beach is adjacent to Dickens
Road, and so disabled visitors are advised to attempt to park along Eastern Esplanade
near the junction of Dickens Road.
